


History of the Four Town Fair

The Four Town Fair is considered the oldest continuous
Agricultural Fair in Connecticut. It happened in the win-
ter of 1838-1839. People commented: Let’s have a con-
test! People gathered to have their contest; and 420
cows and oxen showed up. Nobody had ever seen so
many cows and oxen in one place.

What are the towns in the Four Town Fair? The towns
are Enfield, Ellington, Somers, and East Windsor.
Throughout the years, various locations were utilized by
the four towns until 1960. The fair society, known as the
Union Agricultural Society, purchased land in Somers as
the permanent location of all future fairs. In 1964, the
Society conducted its first three-day fair so that many
more people could attend. Today, crowds are estimated
at nearly 20,000 each year.

Take first right onto the Field Road and straight onto Egypt Road. Fair-
grounds will be on the right-hand side. Parking lots are located on both
sides of the road.

Exhibitors must forward a list of their exhibits to the Fair Secretary
or Assistant by September 1st. The Fair may refuse any entry that
is not in the best interest of the Fair or it deems advisable for
health standards. All Pulling Contest, Open Horse Show and
Open Oxen may be entered on the day of the show.

All exhibitors may purchase an exhibitor’s ticket ($10) from the
Secretary at the time of entry and entitles exhibitor entry to the Fair
all four days

Exhibitors must list all entries on entry form. Make sure Dept.,
Class Numbers, and Lot Numbers are listed with name of article.
Livestock exhibitors see rules and times for entry

Exhibitors in Classes 50-66 and Boys & Girls Classes 1-15 & 20
must be brought to Exhibit Hall Wednesday between 2:00 and
7:00 pm Same day registration not accepted. Articles entered
in previous years may not be entered again. Judging will take
place Thursday with only judges and superintendents present.

No entry fees for the following: Oxen, Pony & Horse Pulling, Doo-
dlebug Pulling and Open Oxen Show. Horse & Pony Pulls are
allowed one driver and two helpers. All other pulling contest will
be allowed one driver and one helper

No applicant for any premium shall be entitled to such premium
unless said applicant is the owner of the property or article entered
at the time of exhibiting same

Judges decisions are final. No person shall interfere with judges.
Should an exhibitor interfere, his/her exhibit will be disqualified.

No person shall be a judge in any class which he/she may be an
exhibitor

All premiums awarded may be liable to pro-rata reduction sufficient
to meet any deficiency that may occur

Fruit, Vegetable or Flower Class collections are not eligible for any
other premium

Only individuals tending their animals will be allowed to remain on
the grounds overnight. All others, except Security Police, must
leave the grounds at the close of the day’s activities

Exhibits can be removed between 5:30 & 7:00 pm on Sunday.
Exhibits may be picked up Monday from 3:00-7:00 pm

No Premiums will be paid on the dates of the Fair except where
otherwise stated

All Premiums will be paid after October 31st. Any exhibitor who
fails to receive a Premium by November 30th should notify the
Treasurer via email: FTF.Treasurer@outlook.com by providing
name, address, including zip code

Parade participants admitted free to Fair on Saturday with
Hand Stamped prior to Parade. No entry without hand stamp.

Health certificates signed by an accredited veterinarian and other
required testing, with the exception of lactating cattle will be valid
for the entire 2024 show season

All animals and poultry entered at fairs and shows must be in
good health and in proper physical condition and will be exam-
ined at the exhibition by the barn superintendent. Evidence of
poor condition or infectious or contagious disease or failure
to produce the necessary documents for health certification,
vaccination or testing will result in ejection. The Connecti-
cut Department of Agriculture Livestock Inspector’s deci-
sion is final

Health charts and proof of vaccination where applicable are the
responsibility of the exhibitor

Barn Superintendents will collect and hold Health Certificates from
each exhibitor. Animals not in compliance with the state regula-
tions for shows and fairs will not be allowed. A complete list, con-
taining the name of exhibitor, address, animal ID (ear tag, tattoo,
leg band) breed and age of each animal, and the total had count
will be made available to the State Livestock Inspector and for
warded to the Connecticut Dept of Agriculture, Bureau of Regula
tions and Inspection by the Fair Superintendent. All animals and
poultry present on the grounds should be identified on this
list. Any animals that is rejected should be noted as such with a
brief statement of reason. Rejected animals or poultry should be
removed from the grounds as soon as possible. Any concerns
about the health of any animal or bird should be reported to
the State Livestock Inspector or the Fair Veterinarian immedi
ately.

Isolate all exhibited animals and poultry upon their return to the farm
from other animals and poultry for 3-4 weeks to reduce the rick of
disease exposure and transmission. Call your local veterinarian if
your animals or poultry become sick to help you with diagnosis and
treatment

Contact the Bureau of Regulation and Inspection at 860.713.2504 if
you have any questions.

Connecticut Animals

All cattle, horses and sheep should have a Rabies vaccination given
by a veterinarian. The vaccination certificate must be signed by the
veterinarian that gave the vaccination and include the animals iden-
tification and description, the name of the vaccine manufacturer,
serial number and the date the vaccination was given and when it
expires. If it is the animals first Rabies vaccination, it must be given
at least 30-days prior to their first show date.

All Species: animals must originate from hers or flocks that meet the
testing and health requirements of the State of Connecticut. State
livestock inspectors may request proof of compliance with state re-
quirements. No herd or flock under quarantine order shall move or
be exhibited. All animals must have permanent identification (ear tag,
tattoo, leg band or microchip plus a reader or ELA certificate).

Cattle: All cattle must have a health certificate issued within 60-days
of their first show by an accredited veterinarian stating that the animal
is in good health and not showing signs of infectious, contagious and/
or communicable disease.

Horses: All horses must have a negative AGID (Coggins) or ELISA
test for Equine Infectious Anemia within 12 months of their show date
and be accompanied by this certificate. It is highly recommended
that horses be vaccinated against EEE & WNV within 6 months of
first show date.

Sheep: All sheep must have official USDA approved identification
and be accompanied by health certificates issued within 60-days
of their first show by an accredited veterinarian stating the sheep
are in good health and not showing signs of infectious, contagious
and/or communicable diseases and are not from scrapie exposed
flocks

Goats: All goats must ave official USDA approved identification
and a health certificate issued within 60-days of their first show by
an accredited veterinarian stating that the animals are in good
health and not showing signs of infectious, contagious and/or
communicable disease and are not from scrapie exposed herds
Swine: All swine must originate from Connecticut herds tested for
Brucellosis and Pseudo Rabies on a yearly basis. All swine must
have a health certificate issued within 60-days prior to the first
show by an accredited veterinarian. If the swine are purchased
from a tested herd, a bill of sale from the Connecticut producer
must be presented to the State Veterinarian’s office before a Con-
necticut Exhibition Test Card will be issued to the new owner
Poultry: Poultry originating within the State must come from
healthy flocks with no evidence of infectious, contagious and/or
communicable diseases. All birds must be inspected, identified
and be accompanied by written proof (Connecticut Flock Test
Card or Connecticut Veterinary Medical Diagnostic Laboratory
Report) that verifies that the breeding flock or the individual birds
listed on the report were blood test negative for Salmonella Pul-
lorum within 365 days of the show date. Concurrent Avian Influ-
enza testing of the flock and/or individuals birds is strongly recom-
mended. Poultry vaccinated within 30-days with any live virus
vaccine will be prohibited from showing. All cages, crates or vehi-
cles used for housing or transporting poultry must be cleaned and
disinfected before and after each show. Doves, pigeons and
waterfowl are exempt from testing requirements, but must be
identified by leg bands or wing tags.

Llamas and Alpacas: Llamas and alpacas that originate within
the State must have a health certificate issued within 60-days of
the first show by an accredited veterinarian listing the permanent
identification (ear tag, tattoo or microchip and a reader must be
available for the microchip) and stating the animal is in good
health and free of obvious signs of infectious disease.
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Out of State Animals

All cattle, horses and sheep should have a Rabies vaccination given by a
veterinarian. The vaccination certificate must be signed by a veterinarian
that gave the vaccination and include the animals identification and de-
scription, the name of the vaccine manufacturer, serial number and the
date the vaccination was given and when it expires. If this is the first
Rabies vaccination, it must be given at least 30-days prior to their first
show date.

All Species: Animals shall originate from hers or flocks that meet
the testing and health requirements of the State of Connecticut
and must be accompanied by health certificates and test charts as
indicated below. No animals from a herd or flock under quarantine
order shall enter into the State. All animals and poultry must have
official permanent identification (ear tag, tattoo, leg band, wing
band or microchip plus a reader, or EIA certificate). All animals
and birds (except horses) must have an exhibition permit number on
the health certificate. Call 860.713.2504 or 860.713.2508 for a permit
number. All out of state animals and birds offered for sale must
meet Connecticut Importation Regulations.

Cattle: All lJactating dairy cattle are required to receive a negative
test for Influenza A virus at an approved National Animal Health
Laboratory Network (NAHLN) laboratory for interstate movement.
Milk samples must be collected and submitted by the same Cate-
gory Il accredited veterinarian who is completing the health certifi-
cate and must be collected no more than seven (7) days prior to
interstate movement. Lactating dairy cattle from herds which have
tested positive for Influenza A are not eligible for movement for
thirty (30) days from the most recent collection of any sample that
tests positive from any individual animal in the herd. After the 30-
day period, animals must be tested again for movement. No dairy
cattle exhibiting clinical signs of HPAI will be allowed to move into
Connecticut. All cattle non-lactating cattle must have health certif-
icates issued within 30-days of the first show by an accredited vet-
erinarian, test charts and vaccination certificates where applicable.
All cattle must have a negative TB test within 12-months of the
show date. Cattle under 6-months of age may go on the dam’s TB
test chart if the dam was tested for TB within the past 12-months
and a copy of the results are provided. All Brucellosis faccinated
female cattle over 18-months of age and all bulls and non-
vaccinated female cattle 6-months of age and older must have a
negative Brucellosis test within 12-months of the show date.
Steers and spayed heifers are exempt from Brucellosis testing
Horses: All horses must have a health certificate issued within 30
-days of their first show date by an accredited veterinarian. All
horses must have a negative AGID (Coggins) or ELISA test for
Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) within 12-months of the show date
and be accompanied by this certificate. It is highly recommended
that horses be vaccinated against EEE and WNV within 6-months
of the first show date.

Sheep: All sheep must have official USDA approved identification

and be accompanied by health certificates issued within 30-days of
their first show date by an accredited veterinarian stating that the
sheep are in good health and not showing signs of infectious, conta-
gious and/or communicable diseases and are not from scrapie ex-
posed flocks.

5.

Goats: All goats must have official USDA approved identification
and be accompanied by a health certificate issued within 30-days
of their first show date by an accredited veterinarian stating that
the goats are in good health and not showing signs of infectious,
contagious and/or communicable diseases and are not from scra-
pie exposed flocks. All goats must originate from Brucellosis and
TB free herds. Goats over 3— months old must test negative to TB
and Brucellosis within 12-months of the show date. Kids under 3-
months of age may go on the dam'’s test chart if the dam was test-
ed within the past 12-months and a copy of the results is provided.
Wethers are exempt from Brucellosis testing.

Swine: Swine that are 3-months of age and older must be nega-
tive to Brucellosis and Pseudo Rabies test and have a health cer-
tificate stating such within 30-days of their first show date by an
accredited veterinarian. Barrows are exempt from Brucellosis test-
ing but must have a negative Pseudo Rabies test. Swine under 3-
months of age must originate from a Brucellosis free and Pseudo
Rabies qualified herd and the herd test date and qualified her
numbers must be on the health certificate.

Poultry: All poultry must be identified and test negative for Sal-
monella Pullorum within 12-months of the show date and be ac-
companied by this certificate. All poultry must comply with the De-
partment of Agriculture Avian Influenza requirements by originating
from Al-Free flocks or be tested for Al within 30-days of entry and
have a certificate. No poultry from any areas of any state having
Avian Influenza may enter Connecticut. Poultry vaccinated within
30-days with any live virus vaccine will be prohibited from showing.
All cages, crates and vehicles used for housing and transporting
poultry must be cleaned and disinfected before and after each
show. Doves, pigeons and waterfowl are exempt from testing
requirements, but must be identified by leg bands or wing
tags.

Llamas and Alpacas: All llamas and alpacas must have a nega-
tive Axillary TB test within 12-months and a negative Brucellosis
test within 12-months of entry, and a health certificate issued with-
in 30-days of the first show by an accredited veterinarian, listing
the permanent identification (ear tag, tattoo or microship and a
reader must be available for the microchip) and test results.

Important Notice

All animals for which there is a licensed Rabies vaccine—cattle,
horses, sheep, dogs, cats, and ferrets—exposed to the public
should be vaccinated against Rabies. Animals not having an ap-
proved Rabies vaccination should be displayed in a manner such
that the public would not be in contact or exposed to saliva from
those animals and have Easily Visible Posted Signs or Tape
stating ‘Connecticut Rabies Advisory Notice — Do Not Feed
or Touch Animals’

On August 04, 2008, the Department of Agriculture adopted regu-

lations for the ‘Control of Rabies in Public Settings’ which will be

enforced at all Connecticut fairs and public exhibitions. The com-
plete text of the regulations RCSA SS22-359-1 — 22-359-5, fol-
lows this notice.

Its provisions include the following for both Connecticut and

Out of State Animals:

1. Animals for which there is a licensed Rabies Vaccine —
Horses, cattle, sheep, dogs, and cats must be currently vac-
cinated against Rabies by a licensed veterinarian unless they
are under the minimum age to be vaccinated. (Ferrets are
also included in this category if displayed). These animals
must have a rabies vaccination certificate signed by the li-
censed veterinarian administering the vaccine that includes the
animals ID and description, name and address of owner, name
of the vaccine manufacturer, serial number, date the vaccina-
tion was administered and date when it expires. If it is the ani-
mals first vaccination, it must be given at least 30-days prior
to the first show date to be considered current

2. Animals not having an approved Rabies vaccination —
Includes animals for which there is not a licensed Rabies vac-
cine and animals for which there is a licensed Rabies vaccine
but are under the age to be vaccinated (Most Rabies vaccines
are labeled to be administered when animals reach 3-months
of age—young animals for exhibition should be vaccinated as
soon as possible after 3-months of age — Animals must be
separated from the public to avoid direct contact with people
and other animals (double fence, plexiglass or other means)
and conspicuous signs posted stating ‘Connecticut Rabies
Advisory Notice — Do not Feed or Touch Animals’

Yellow tape with the Rabies advisory notice wording is available
for purchase from the Dept of Agriculture. Contact the Dept at
860.713.2504 if you have any questions regarding the require-
ments, regulations or obtaining the Rabies Advisory Notice Tape.

All exhibits must have been grown or produced by the Boy or Girl exhibiting the
same and must be their own bonafide property. Any article entered any pre-
vious year may not be entered again.

4. Additional weight may be added up to class limits as long as it is securely
mounted.

Driver must signal for time to stop, at which time the stone boat may be
repositioned by a machine in the same rotation, or the machine will be around
and the drivers time will then resume

Zebra Cake with Cream Cheese Frosting
Ingredients
Cake
1 1/2 cups granulated sugar
4 large eggs
1 cup milk
3/4 cup vegetable oil
1 tablespoon pure vanilla extract
1/4 teaspoon almond extract
2 cups King Arthur Baking Unbleached All-Purpose flour
2 teaspoons baking powder
3/4 teaspoon table salt
3 tablespoons Dutch-process cocoa
3/4 teaspoon espresso powder
Cream Cheese Frosting
8 ounces cream cheese (brick-style), at room temperature
8 tablespoons unsalted butter (1 stick), at room temperature
2 teaspoons vanilla extract

Instructions

Cake

Preheat the oven to 350°F. Lightly spray a 9" x 2" round baking pan with cooking spray.
Line the bottom of the pan with a circle of parchment and spritz again. Set the pan
aside.

In a bowl beat the sugar and eggs until lightened, about 2 minutes. On low speed, beat
in the oil, milk, vanilla extract, and almond extract until smooth.

In a separate bowl, combine the flour, baking powder and salt. Whisk to remove
any lumps. Add the dry mixture to the wet ingredients. Combine on medium-
speed 1-2 minutes or until the batter is smooth and lump free. Be sure to scrape
down the bowl halfway through mixing.

Remove 2 cups of the vanilla batter and place it in a separate bowl. Sift the cocoa and
espresso powder over the remaining batter in the bowl and stir well to combine. Be
sure to use a sifter to avoid cocoa lumps in the batter.

Spoon 3 tablespoons of vanilla batter into the center of the cake pan. Next, spoon 3
tablespoons of the chocolate batter into the center of the vanilla batter. This causes
the vanilla batter to spread out. Continue to alternate batters, in bulls-eye fashion until
all batter is used. You will now have thin rings of each batter on the outer edges of the
pan, thicker rings towards the center.

Bake the cake in the center of the preheated oven for 40 to 45 minutes, or until the cake
is lightly browned and a toothpick inserted into the center comes out clean. Cool the cake
in the pan for 10 minutes, and then, turn out onto a wire rack to finish cooling.

Cream Cheese Frosting

In a bowl, beat the cream cheese, butter, and vanilla on medium-high speed until very
light, creamy, and smooth. On low speed, gradually add in the confectioner’s sugar
and beat until fluffy. Frost top and side of cake.

Submit on foil-covered cardboard measured no more than one inch from side of cake.

it should fall from the beater in a thick ribbon and mound on top of the remain-
ing batter in the bowl temporarily, before being reabsorbed. Add the vanilla just
before you stop beating the batter

Gently fold in the flour mixture, using a rubber spatula or whisk. Spread

the batter evenly into the prepared pan

Bake the cake for 12-14 minutes, until its golden brown and springy to the touch
Remove the cake from the oven and invert it onto a clean dish towel that been
lightly sprinkled with confectioner’s sugar. Peel off the parchment and using
scissors, a sharp knife, or a rolling pizza wheel, trim the crusty edge of
the cake, if necessary

Starting with the short end, gently roll the cake and towel together into a log,
and cool completely on a rack

Once the cake has cooled, gently unroll it, spread with jam, and re-roll it. Place
it on a plate, seam side down, and dust it with confectioners’ sugar*

Allow the finished cake to rest for at least 20-30 minutes before cutting
and serving. This allows the jam to soak into the layers slightly and makes
slicing the cake easier and cleaner

*Recommend using jam or preserves, jelly may be too thin to hold up as the
cake is rolled and seeps into cake
